CODE OF ETHICS

5. If you have a disagreement or complaint, take it out of view of the public.

6. Do not leave your dogs unattended outside at the vehicle during the race day.

7. Use some of your spare time to help others. Assist the new drivers. Help other teams to the line.
Answer questions asked by the public readily. Do whatever you can to help the event run
smoothly.

8. Keep your parking area clean at all times. Pick up straw and waste materials and put it in dump-
ster or take home with you to dispose of there.

9. Leave your motel rooms and parking sites at these motels as clean as you found them. We want
to be welcome to return the following year.

10. There will be no open display of alcohol allowed at GLSDA public events.
